3. Definition

· Students (G4~G10 in Korea) are engaged actively in their online learning, create their own products, and store and manage them as e-portfolio. e-portfolio is an intentional collection of electronic evidence assembled in the process of student’s learning and it is managed by students themselves and also instructors. Students can have great opportunity and experience to reflect their learning process and products due to e-portfolio.
4. Description

· The Cyber Home Learning System expands the number of supplementary learning opportunities for Korean elementary and secondary students by offering diverse self-led learning contents linked with school education, free of charge. 

· The goal of the Cyber Home Learning System is to resolve the educational divide between regions and between classes and to reduce private tutoring expenses by offering students in rural, agricultural, and fishing villages an equal opportunity for superb supplementary learning. The Cyber Home Learning System is run by 16 MPOE (Metropolitan and Provincial Offices of Education). 

5. Transactions

a. When the student/teacher gets an ID from CHLS, they are allocated e-portfolio space for keeping their products history, etc. The basic information (age, gender, grade, class, etc) of them would be saved at the e-portfolio DB through NEIS (National Education Information System) automatically.

b. The student/teacher can manage all process- and end-products gathered (created) in their learning and teaching (homework, comments, feedbacks, learning history, etc) at their own e-portfolio.

c. The student can manage learning performance such as learning achievement, rewards, participation, etc. 

d. The teacher can manage lesson plans, assessment tools, grading and feedback forms, student’s homework, etc.

e. The student/teacher then requests that system export a copy of the e-portfolio.
f. All data about e-portfolio are managed to store into CHLS (saved and managed in CHLS).

  Exported e-portfolio cannot import to other MPOE’s CHLS yet because of information security policy.

2. Players (Users)

· Bachelor’s Degree Examination Department of Korea National Open University  (KNOU) 
· Academic Credit Bank of the Korea Education and Development Institute (KEDI) 
3. Definition
· e-portfolio is a group of reference electric files for improving student’s activities and learning. When student learns lecture programs which various institutions are running, student can keep their information like history of learning, products, grade etc. Instructor can also manage student to use e-Portfolio.
4. Description
The bachelor’s degree program for the self-educated is a life-long education system that provides an opportunity for those who cannot afford to take a formal, college degree program to attain a college degree. The program requires the completion of various courses in both major and general studies to acquire required credits with a grade point average over a certain required level. The KNOU Bachelor’s Degree Examination Department is in charge of regulating and examining the program. Courses taken in informal educational institutes such as private academic schools as well as in formal educational institutions like junior colleges or universities should be acknowledged as credits required to complete the program. However, courses taken informally should be ones accredited by the KEDI. 

5. Transactions

a. Students themselves should keep all course report cards they have received. 
b. The KEDI examines courses concerned to determine whether they meet the conditions required to be included in the list of required courses for the bachelor’s degree program and announces new accredited courses. 
c. KNOU examines course report cards of students to determine whether they meet all the conditions required to obtain a bachelor degree.

Student portfolios contain information on grades only and are available offline.
